Experienced CCOC Members Audition for National Choirs!! 
 Singers in Grades 4 through High School, who have been a member of 
the Children’s Choir of Chico for one year or more are invited to audition for 
the 2008 National Children’s Choir, National Youth Choir, and National Concert 
Choir of the Organization of American Kodály Educators (OAKE).  These 
prestigious choirs will rehearse with internationally renowned conductors in 
conjunction with the 2008 OAKE National Conference, March 26-29, in Denver, 
CO.  One of the most exciting events of the Conference is always the concert 
by the Conference Choirs (Children’s, Youth & Concert), which will occur on 
Saturday, March 29th.  
 Students accepted into the Choirs are responsible for their own hotel, 
food, and transportation expenses.  Choir members also pay a registration fee 
of $170 which covers snacks for three days, an OAKE Choir T-shirt, choir music, 
rehearsal tapes, conductor & accompanist costs, two tickets to the final 
concert, extra musicians, concert programs, and even more!  Please note that 
each choir member must be accompanied by a chaperone.   
 Although this can be an expensive event, students who have participated 
in the choirs in the past have found it to be an exciting, challenging, and 
extremely rewarding musical experience.  In 2007, four of our members were 
selected to participate in this fantastic experience!!  Only 90-150 singers from 
throughout the United States will be selected for each of these choirs!  Some 
of them could be from CCOC again!!
